THE SEED of THE SERPENT

And God said to the serpetnd | will put enmity between thee and the woman,
and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruis
his heel.

This introductory Scripture verse is found in a portion oh€sgs 3:15, wherein God speaking
to the serpent or devil saidnd | will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between tl
seed and her seedhe latter portion of this verse will be used at a latee to confirm some
very positive and informative thoughts.

As stated before, God is talking to the devil and plainliestéhat the devil is to have seed or
iIssue._Most preachers and Bible teachers teach tkatdise bears the introductory promise of
the Messiah or Christ’s first advent in God’s plan toreile man again to Himself. However,
they seem unable or reluctant to admit that God hererdddhiat the devil, too, was to have a
seed. They are willing to concede that Eve’'s seed vphysical human seed; but they contend
that the devil's, if he should have seed or issue, woukpbgual or without a physical body.

In order to clarify this, let us delve into the Word of Gfu, therein we will find the answer.
Since we know that the woman’s seed was a physical andgl\it not be reasonable to believe
that Satan’s was also physical?

In Genesis 1:31, God, after He had finished his creator vdeclared it to be good. The verse
reads,And God saw everything that He had made, and, behold it was very loadver,
when we read a few chapters farther, we find thatstaéus has changed from “good” to
“corrupt.” In Genesis 6:12, we reaé\nd God looked upon the earth, and behold it was
corrupt: for all flesh had corrupted his way upon the eatttnverse 17 of this same chapter of
Genesis, we hear a decree from Almighty God that thathaHe called “good” in Genesis 1:31
had now fallen into such a corrupt condition that he wasguang to destroy it. It reads:

And behold, | even |, do bring a flood of waters upon the earth, to destroy all
flesh, wherein is the breath of life, from under heaven: and everyimags in
the earth shall die.

Somewhere between these two verses, i.e., Genesis U3Geaenesis 6:17, we will find the
answer to the cause of God’s decree to destroy His handiwork.

In Genesis 2:25, we find Adam and Eve still in theiresal perfection before God, for here we
read:And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashdmeded to skip
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only six verses to find a very opposite picture — a pictura plire innocence to one of guilt
and shamefacedness. Genesis 3.7 declareb the eyes of them both were opened, and they
knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, ancherad&pronsShould

we study the things that transpired in the first @xses of Genesis 3, doubtlessly we would
know what act committed by our first parents brought shaoreow, alienation from God, and
the sting of death upon the race of man.

Now the serpent was more subtile than any beast of the field whicbrthé&hbd

had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of
every tree of the garden? And the woman said unto the serpent, We raftheat

fruit of the trees in the garden: But of the fruit of the tree Wwincin the midst of

the garden, God hath said, Ye shall fe#t’ of it, neither shall yétouch’ it, lest

ye die.Genesis 3:1, 2 and 3.

Up to this point we have seen that Eve had perfect andutdsmlderstanding of what God had
said concerning the fruit of the “tree of the knowledggawid and evil”; that she should abstain
from the fruit of this tree and not so much'tasich’ it.

To clarify the meaning of the woftree” as here used, this “tree of the knowledge of good and
evil” was not as we usually use the word; one of sap, laaudk foliage; neither was it as we so
often hear, “an apple tree”. For these do not possess titg tbdiscern between good and
evil, nor are they endowed with the gift of speech

If we would peruse the Scriptures, we would find thatcésl and “trees” are used
synonymously. In Romans 11:24, Paul speaks of the Gentiles“add olive tree”, while
Israel, as a race, was spoken of as an “olive tree”Eantliel 31:3, saydBehold, the Assyrian
was a ‘cedar’ in Lebanon(Note: The mention here of the “wild olive tree” reprdsen
Gentiles is not correct in the sense it is put. Théd“wlive tree” represents Israelites broken
off the main branch and growing in a wild state. Theldwalive tree” is to be grafted back to
the main branch from where it came. Both the “wild olikee” and the “olive tree” are the
same thing— they are not different races. Otherwise his exangplely good.)

In Jeremiah 11:19, Jesus is referred to as a tree. Alshlatthew 3:10, John the Baptist
declares:And now also the ax is laid unto the root of the trees: therefore éreywhich
bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the Tinese were not trees as we
usually apply the term. John the Baptist simply meaait tow Jesus, the Messiah, had come
and all races would be brought into judgment before Him.

Therefore, this, that was spoken of or called “the trabeknowledge of good and evil’, was
the devil. Also in other places he is called the serpkatdragon, belial etc.




In Genesis 3:4 we will continue the conversation recordéddasn the serpent and Eve. The
serpent speaking says:

Ye shall not surely die, for God doth know that in the day ye eat thdreofyour
eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil. And when
the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and it was pleasant to the eyes
and a tree to be desired to make one wise she took of the fruit thacedid eat.

At this point it would be well to mention another tree of praance that was in the Garden of

Eden. In Genesis 2:9, God first mentions the stationapsirpecan, peach, apricot, etc. After
referring to these He sayie tree of life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of th
knowledge of good and evil.

These two trees, “the tree of life” and “the tree & Kmowledge of good and evil”, vied for
Adam’s and Eve’s affection. And as it is today, “looks” pthyeo great a part. As Eve looked
from one to the other, she became captivated by the erqbisduty of “the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil”; but when she would turn to look et'ttee of life”, she would
see one as the Prophet Isaiah so vividly describéte hath no form nor comeliness: and
when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desirksdimh, 53:2. We will now
read of the beauty of “the tree of the knowledge of good ahd @ad very positively declares
that he had been in Eden, the garden of God. It is recardezkkiel 28:12 through 15:

...thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, ‘perfect in beauty’. Thdalbbas in
Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy covering, the sardius,
topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the
emeralds, and the carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and|of thy
pipes was prepared in thee in the day that thou wast created. Thou ate the
anointed cherub that covereth; and | set thee so: thou wast upon the holy
mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire.
Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast createnhidiliity
was found in thee.

As Eve beheld on the one hand one that had no beauty ahe othnér ‘perfect in beauty’, she
thus became captivated by what she was seeing. He e@sapt to the eyes, and as he had
promised to make her as God Himself — “knowing good and evil” —she took the fruit
thereof and did eat...”

To this juncture, only Eve has eaten the forbidden fnaiffered her by the serpent, and to this
point, Adam has not partaken. soon, however, after Eve’akiagtwith the serpent, the Bible
states that...she gave also unto her husband with her and he did e#t”this point we
observe that a change comes “from sinless purity, nakéai@mashamed” to “they knew that
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they were naked”: so they impoverished coverings for tbejans of sex, as recorded in
Genesis 3:7 for it states:

And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they wereandked;
they sewed fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons.

Even though this is not the current understanding, rafidastudy of the Scriptures will
definitely prove that the sin committed by our first pasents sexual; and Eve was indeed a
“fallen Woman” after her partaking of the fruit of thed of the knowledge of good and euvil.

To further prove this, let us read Genesis 3:16 where Gkeldtavith Eve soon after she had
eaten of the forbidden fruit:

Unto the woman He said, | will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy cotna@e; in
sorrow thou shalt bring forth children: and thy desire shall be to thy husband,
and he shall rule over thee.

We should observe carefully where God places Eve’s punmhfiserrow in conception”, and
“sorrow in bringing forth children.” It is exactly whewee would expect Him to put it if the sin
was sexual. Also the word children depicts not singular,phural bearing. Then He further
adds,Thy desire shall be to thy husbamwedrtainly alluding to the probability that her desire had
heretofore been to another.

In Hebrews 13:4 Paul stateB]arriage is honourable in all, and the bed undefiled: but
whoremongers and adulterers God will judg@nly by the process of marriage and
cohabitation could Man fulfill the command by God in Genés28 when He saide fruitful,

and multiply, and replenish the earthEve’s transgression was that she committed this act of
sexual unchastity apart from Adam and with the forbiddese"bf the knowledge of good and
evil” here called the serpent.

Again we shall quote some of the Apostle Paul's writingsthe New Testament. In |l
Corinthians 11:2 and 3, Paul is writing to those convedslid had led, through much toil and
travail, to Jesus Christ. To them he writésy | am jealous over you with godly jealousy: for |
have espoused you to one husband, that | may present you as a chaste virgisti®&ihris
here speaking in terms of chastity. A woman could beed shoplifter, liar or any one of many
things and still be a virgin; for there is but one wayd woman to lose her virginity.

Paul, while admonishing this Church in Corinth aboutsthia remembered an episode that
occurred in the Garden of Eden and he, in the very reegeyreferred to it when he wroRut
| fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through higysuhiihe word
beguiled means the same as does the word seduced and pdsgiltyhave been so translated
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here. In the Jewish Talmud, (book) Yebamoth, 103a — 103b, it #mysthe serpent
‘copulated’ with Eve.

In Genesis 3:10 when Adam admitted his awareness of thetfat he was naked, God
immediately says to himWho told thee that thou wast naked? Hast thou eaten of the tre
whereof | commanded thee that thou shouldest not eat?

Adam did not have to confess, God knew that the eating dbth&den fruit had made him
aware of his nakedness.

At the time that God told Eve (Genesis 3:16) that she wbrity forth children, Eve had
already had unchaste relations with both the serpent dathAGod was there making known
to her that two seeds had been planted in her womb, one bgrgent and the other by Adam.
This is verified in the subject verse when God, speatonthe serpent, mentioned the two
seeds, “thy seed and her seed.”

In Genesis 4:1 we readnd Adam knew Eve his wife: and she conceived, and bare Cain, a
said, | have gotten a man from the LoElen though Cain was her firstborn and she though
him to be her promised seed, she later acknowledges that mdieCain, was her promised
seed. Therefore, if Abel was her promised seed, then Waird have to be the seed or
progeny of the serpent. This is confirmed by the Apostle dwidhis recorded in 1 John 3:12
and readsNot as Cain who was ‘of that wicked one..The word ‘of plainly denotes
offspring or progeny of the wicked one.

In Genesis 4:1 notice that Eve thinks Cain to be her $egdh verse 25 she acknowledges that
she was wrong. It readénd Adam knew his wife again, and she bare a son, and called h
name Seth: for God, said she, hath appointed me another seed instead of AbeCaumom
slew. A perusal of the Bible dictionary shows the name ‘Saihntan ‘substitute’, while the
name ‘Cain’ means ‘acquired’ or gotten from another solMogvhere in all the Bible is Cain’s
name mentioned in the linage of Adam. The place wherensdbneage occurs are Genesis
5:3, 1 Chronicles 1:1, and Luke 3:38.

Bible teachers and preachers are in agreement thata@di Abel were twins. To this God’s
word agrees, for in Genesis 4:3 and 4, they came of atpe sbme time and presented their
offerings on the same day, Too, in Genesis 4:1, the Bibtessthat Adam ‘knew’ his wife,
Eve, and she conceived by him; yet verses 1 and 2 show tilue &nd only one conception is
attributed to Adam. Verse 2 saysd she again bare his brother Abel... .

To read the rest of this chapter one becomes amazed sjeed the Prophetic fulfillment; for
in this very first generation we see thiemity mentioned in Genesis 3:15 brought forcefully to
our remembrance when the serpent’s son, Cain, risesduglays the woman’s son, Abel.

Beginning in Matthew 13:24 Jesus said,

The kingdom of heaven is likened to a man which sowed good seed in his field:
But while men slept, his enemy came and Sowed tares among the wheat and went
his way. But when the blade was sprung up, and brought forth fruit, then
appeared the tares also.

Jesus, in this parable, was likening God as the manrdligtGod’'s enemy would be the deuvil.
God first sowed somgood seedor God seed for the word ‘good’ is derived from the word
‘God.” This good seed was Adam and Eve: Adam was good seed for ieenvssn of God
(Luke 3:38) and Eve was taken from his side so she wadyettaztsame as he, being bone of
his bones and flesh of his flesh. The serpent, God’'s enesmye and sowed some seed of his
own, the first of which, was Cailhe time of fruit was when Cain and Abel reached ntgitur
and were required to present themselves to the Lord. Geh8sand 4 declares:

And in the process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of theoffrilne
ground an offering unto the Lord. And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of
his flock and the fat thereof. And the Lord had respect unto Abel and hisagffe

But unto Cain and to his offering he had not respect. And Cain was wroth, and his
countenance fell.

As Jesus explained this parable in detail a little letehis chapter (Matthew 13), we will first
read verses 35 and 35:

All these things spake Jesus unto the multitude in parables; and without agparabl
spake he not unto them: That if might be fulfiled which was spoken by the
prophet, saying, | will open my mouth in parables; | will utter thingcvihiave
been kept secret from the foundation of the world.

To rightly understand this parable, we must go back todbedfation, or beginning, to this
world, or age, as recorded in the book of Genesis.

The disciples were much intrigued with this parable beedley knew there was something in
it that they did not understand; so in verse 36 they askadsélying:

...Declare unto us the parable of the tares of the field. He ansvesrédsaid
unto them. He that sowed the good seed is the Son of man; the fielavezlthe
the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the chilfdre
the wicked one; the enemy that sowed them is the deuvil... .



The above parable is almost a perfect repetition of whdbwel to be written and portrayed in
the first four chapters of Genesis.

Jesus in this parable, stated that the tares werehhdren of the wicked one’ which agrees
perfectly with 1 John 3:12 where John states that ‘Cas afdhat wicked one.’ Also, we are
told that Cain’s progeny was destroyed at the time of ltwel f and that none of them exist
today. Yet, Jesus fixed the ‘tares’ destruction at tite &f this age for He said in verse 43,
therefore the tares are gathered and burned in the fire; so shall it theeiend of this world.

Thus far in this narrative we have in no way endeal/tweshow who the seed or progeny of the
serpent is, but only to confirm that there is an abundahdble evidence to prove that he
does have children and that there will be enmity, distraisd a state of constant friction
between them and the Adamic race. They would be abusike tayhts, privileges, and laws of
others; thus they would be an unassimilating group of peapiation within a nation.

Being the seed or progeny of the devil, they would be teengrof God and a deterring factor
in the way of those who sought to worship Him. Jesus dstldlo man cometh unto the
Father, but by meThis being true, they would be ‘Anti-Christ’ and violgrdéibusive to any and

all who sought to worship Him.

1 John 2:22 portrays an excellent picture of one who would seétihe serpent’s progeny. It
reads,Who is a liar but he that denieth that Jesus is the Christ? He i<hnst, that denieth
the Father and the Sors the word Christ means ‘anointed of God’ this verse wbalde

been better, had it said/ho is a liar but he that denieth that Jesus is the anointed of God?

Again in 1 John 4:2 and 3,

Hereby know ye the spirit of God: Every spirit that confes$ethJesus Christ is
come in the flesh is ‘of God: And every spirit that confesseththait Jesus
Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: ...this is that spfréntichrist... .

Ben Hecht, a Jewish writer of Hollywood, showed a verichnst tint when he wrote in one of
his books:One of the finest things ever done by the mob was the crucifixion ct.Chr
Intellectually it was a splendid gesture. But trust the mob to bungléd had charge of
executing Christ, I'd have handled it differently. You see, what I'é [tlne was had him
shipped to Rome and fed to the lions. They never could have made a savioningeafeat.

1 John 3:10 confirms the existence of two seeds when helsdls the children ‘of God are
manifest, and the children of the Devil.Doubtlessly these things are new to many who will
read this, but more confirmation should be unnecessaheABible proves the existence of the
devil's seed or progeny, let it now positively identify them
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In St. John 8:22, we find Jesus talking to some Jews aretse 23 we read\nd he said unto
them, Ye are from beneath; | am from abovelesus here declares His origin and theirs to be
the same only if one is able to reconcile beneath and a®oleing the same place. When we
begin to check the word ‘beneath’, we find that it is usgabnymously with’hell’; for Isaiah
14:9 starts by saying: “Hell from beneath.” Therefore deswld have said, Ye are from hell, |
am from heaven. Matthew 23:15 confirms this as correctJdésus in this verse calls them
“children of hell .” It reads,

Woe unto you, scribes, and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye compass seadcnal |
make one proselyte, and when he is made, ye make him twofold moohittie “
of hell” than yourselves.

It may be well to mention here that the scribes andistes of Matthew, Mark and Luke are
the same people that are called Jews in John and thefAbes Apostles.

Now to continue in John , 8th chapter, verse 31. AgaiWbal affirms these to be Jews, for if
reads,

Then said Jesus to those Jews that believed on him, if ye continyeword
then are ye my disciples indeed; and ye shall know the truth, and theskrait
make you free. They answered his, we be Abraham’s seed, and warénneve
bondage to any man: how sayest thou, Ye shall be made free?

In this verse just read, these Jews claimed descend@amecyAbraham. This Jesus confirmed,

for in verse 37, He said,know that ye are Abraham’s sed&lt then as now one should look

at and study very carefully and critically any statenibat a Jew would make for no number of
lies will ever make a truth. So let us analyze tldpve statement. the Jews claim to be
Israelites or the seed and progeny of Israel. This &baanlute untruth, for in reality they are the

offspring of the devil of serpent. That is why Jesus atthkew 23:32 and 33 said unto them;

Fill ye up the measure gbur fathers Yeserpents yegeneration of vipershow
can ye escape the damnation of hell?

Jesus was pointing right back to their family tree whienmentioned their fathers:; also the
word ‘generation’ if translated ‘race’ would have been ecir

Now lets analyze Jesus’ stateméhtknow that ye are Abraham’s seedlii many instances
the Children of Israel married or had children by Canaamimen. Also Judah, one of the sons
of Israel, married a Canaanite women, and there wasume/ing seed of this unholy union
whose name was Shelah. In Genesis 46:10 Simeon, anothafrIsoael had a son whose name




was Shaul by one of the women of the devil r&teould any of the descendants of either Shau
or Shelah have been standing before Jesus, they couldratnfelly claimed Abraham in their
ancestral lineage.

Note: Although Judah did take a Canaanite for a wifeethas no “serpent” blood infused into
true Israel. The true descendants of Judah came thiicGughr. Tamar was from the House |of
Shem, (The Book Of Jasher, Chapter XLV, verse 25). Als frue that Simeon took a
Canaanite for a wife, but it is recorded in Jasher, enafitV, verses 2-3, that Simeon took his
sister, Dinah for a wife and she bare him pure seednt gos out so you will understand that
all the Twelve Tribes stayed the pure seed of Yahwehaamdtill that way today. There was
never, at any time, any Satanic or any other enowsh @oteled into the Adamic race.
Whenever it did, these offspring became “serpents.”gé@son has any, no matter how small

King Solomon had Canaanite wives, and after the tribeuddlJs seventy-year sojourn in
Babylon, they returned to the land of Canaan and maneof dommitted fornication by taking
wives of the devil-sired race; even though God had forbiddtemnarriage with them.

In Deuteronomy 7:1 God mentions the seven Canaanitistneasind knowing them to be the
seed and progeny of the Devil, God gives commandment comgéhaim. Beginning at verse 2
Moses says:

And when the Lord thy God shall deliver them before thee, thou shadtthemt,

and utterly destroy them; thou shalt make no covenant with them, nor gieyw m
unto them; neither shalt thou make marriages with them; thy daughter thou shalt
not give unto his son, nor his daughter shalt thou take unto thy son.

It would be difficult, indeed, for those who foster and propatadatherhood-of-God and the
brotherhood-of-man myth to explain what has just been quoted.

In verse 33 of John 8, these Jews s, were never in bondage to any m&hould they
have been Israelites, they could not have truthfuliehaade this statement; for all twelve
tribes were in bondage in Egypt, and at a later timéTie Tribes’ were taken into Assyrian
captivity under Shalmanezer.

Nebuchadnezzar kimm well enough that he would
not allow them to be brought as captives into Babylon.

Though they steadfastly deny that they are Canaartlieg, seem unable to explain why a
certain passage is written in their Talmud, whichldsekive things has Canaan recommended
to his sons: when you go to war do not go as the first; but as the last soayoteturn at the
first; love each other; love robbery, hate your masters; and nellgéhéetruth.

Thinking students of the Bible are wondering what authohiére is and where it is found for
the supplanting of the name Israel by the name Jews Ji®ly had this in mind when He
accused those in power of taking away the key of knowledgeadealefinitely speaking of this
Canaanitish element who had wormed their way into positigpgower and trust when He said

in Matthew 11:12:And from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven
suffereth violence, and the violent take it by foifidee seed and progeny of the violent one, by
fair means of otherwise, were serving from Chief Prims Scribe as interpreters, to the
executors of the Law.

In Deuteronomy 14:1 God, talking to the children of Israeadl, & are the children of the Lord
you God.God, who declares these children of Israel to be His offgpietis them to smite and
utterly destroy these Canaanites. | wonder what faimeng us would advocate the destruction
of one of his sons by another so related?

In Deuteronomy 7:3 God forbade Israel from marrying intodbrsupt Canaanite race when He
said: Thy daughter thou shalt not give into his son, nor his daughter shalt thou take unto thy
son.In verse 6 God lets us know why, or at least in partywe further says;or thou are an

‘holy people’ unto the Lord your God; the Lord hath chosen thee to be a speujdt pato
himself, above all people that are upon the face of the earth.

At this point we want to state that Mr. Lincoln, in l@gttysburg Address, was not speaking
either the mind, or the words, of God when he assdii@dall men are created equdbr a
certainty the Bible teaches no such theory, but rakigevery opposite.
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Ezra 9:1 and 2 confirms that when the tribe of Judah eduto Palestine after their seventy-

year sojourn in Babylon they began to marry into this gbrand cursed devil rack.reads:

Now when these things were done, the princes came to me saying, Tleegbeopl
Israel, and the priest, and Levites, have not separated themsalaeshie people

of the lands, doing according to their abominations, even of the Canaanites, the
Hittites, the Perizzites, the Jebusites, the Ammoniteddabites, the Eqgyptians

and the AmoritesFor they have taken of the daughters for themselves, and for
their sons: so that the ‘holy seed’ have mingled themselves withettfde of
those lands: yea, the land of the princes and rulers have been chief in this
trespass.

Note: There is something very interesting, at this tpthiat should be pointed out here! TH
group of nations are mentioned in Genesis 15:18-21:

18 In the same day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, Unto thy seed have I given
this land, from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates: 19 The Kenites, and
the Kenizzites, and the Kadmonites, 20 And the Hittites, and the Perizzites, and the Rephaim,
21 And the Amorites, and the Canaanites, and the Girgashites, and the Jebusites.

You will notice, at this time they are listed as tetions. Of these nations the “Kenites” we
the “serpent” descendants of Cain.

Also in Acts 13:6 we read:

And when they had gone through the isle unto Paphos, they found a certain
sorcerer, a false prophet, a Jew, whose name was Barjesus: whichitvabe
deputy of the country, Sergius, a prudent man; who called for Barnabus and Saul,
and desired to hear the word of God. But Elymas the sorcerer (forhs® mame

by interpretation) withstood them, seeking to turn away the deputy frofaitine

Then Saul (who also is called Paul,) filled with the Holy Ghost, seeygs on

him, and said, O full of all subtilty and mischief, thou child of theldéwu
enemy of all righteousness, wilt thou not cease to pervert the rayg of the
Lord?

of the devil Then Paul further statewilt thou not cease to pervert the right ways of the
Lord?

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Another source of much information is the Talmud; heeeaaflew quotations from it:

“The teachings of the Talmud stand above all other laws. They are more
important than the law of Moses.

“The decisions of the Talmud are words of the living God. Jehovah, Hjrasks
the opinion of the early Rabbis when there are difficult affairs in heaven.

Libbre David 37. Goy and Goyim are words meaning “non-jewish.”

“The Jews are human beings but the nations of the world are not human beings
but beastBaba Meca 11, 6.

“Jehovah created the non-Jew in human form so that the Jew would not have to
be served by beast. The non-Jew is consequently an animal in human form and
condemned t serve the Jew day and nigidrasch Talpioth p. 2251.

The Jews claim long and loud that they are Israeletsthis learned Jewish Rabbi admits that
the curse that God spoke against Cain and his issuepsaghe Jewish race.

There is no authority in all the Bible for the supplamtof the name Israel by the word Jew.
